( Get contact info for General Attending On Call

( Get Contact info for Renal/Heart Attending On Call (Dr. Kashgarian or Moeckel)

( Get Contact info for GI Attending On Call (Dr. Jain, Robert, etc.)

( Get contact info for the Autopsy Attending(s) On Call 

( Check with Hot Seat on Friday Afternoon to see if there are any pending Rush specimens that you need to Know about.

( Check with Frozen Resident on Friday Afternoon about the OR schedule for pending cases that are coming after 5:00 PM

( Check with Cytology Fellow on Friday Afternoon about pending cases that are coming or may need follow up after 5:00 PM

( Find out which residents are on Autopsy call and who is the Weekend Cutter

( For Urgent Cytology Specimens that need an acute diagnosis, contact the General Attending on Call

( Cytology Specimens received over the weekend should be placed in “CytoRich” and placed in the refrigerator per protocol (Read the details on how to place specimens from the Senior Hand out package; Copy of this Handout is available at the Hot Seat area usually in the 1st Blue folder). Note: “CYTORICH” is located in the Cytology lab area under the hood.

( Check the “SCOPE CAM” Friday morning to make sure it’s functional (SCOPE CAM can be accessed via Yale Pathology Intranet site and look for the time ticker which indicates a functional SCOPE CAM)
( Familiarize yourself on how to Cut Frozens (You may need to cut your own frozens over the weekend). Meet with Melvina or any other Frozen Histo Tech in the frozen area to get a tutorial prior to starting your Call.

( Know how to get a hold of Transplant biopsy kits (Usually located in the Grossing area Refrigerator). Familiarize yourself  with each kit!
( On Saturday call the OR to check for any Frozens scheduled for that day (RO scheduling: 688 8888). If there are any, inform the attending on call as soon as possible.

Special Notes: 

*****Be aware that all prelim diagnosis rendered over the call period that could potentially change patient management need an attending 

*****For “After hour” specimens (when there is no one present to accession), you must accession the specimen (A copy of this hand out is also present in the same Blue folder mentioned above at the Hot Seat area)

*****When grossing Biopsies over the weekend, make sure to place them in a Mesh biopsy bag before placing it in a TAN (Rush) Cassette.

*****For Autopsy issues contact Art Belanger (home: 389-5311, cell:203-903-6719, pager 370-1856)

*****Saturday Hot seat duties from approximately 8:00 AM until the last Biopsy is out. Hot seat responsibilities entail the review of all slides that come out on Saturday. Use Hot Seat software to track your diagnoses.
