· Gain exposure to VA Blood Bank staff and operations. Learn about the blood product screening process, transfusion reaction work-ups, and general blood bank techniques.

· Complete the VA Blood Bank training checklist (which includes observation of type and screen testing, performance of RBC crossmatch, thawing of frozen products, and pooling of components).

· Gain exposure to the VA Core Lab (i.e. Hematology and Chemistry) by meeting the staff and learning about general operations and the types of consultations which will be encountered throughout the year (e.g. peripheral smear and body fluid review, urine toxicology interpretation).
